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Code of conduct

Committee Member

To all intents and purposes, Committee Members occupy positions of public trust.  In order to maintain that trust, it is not sufficient to do the right think or act in the right way it is vital to be seen to be doing so.

North Ayrshire expects the following behaviour of committee Members

To take decisions in terms of the club as a whole, without financial or other material benefit for my family, my friends or myself.

I will not place myself under any financial or other obligation to outside individuals or organisations that might influence the performance of my duties.

In carrying on the Club’s business (including making appointments, awarding contracts, or recommending individuals for rewards or benefits) Committee Members should make choice on merit.

Committee members are accountable for their decisions and actions to North Ayrshire ASC members and the public and must submit to whatever scrutiny is appropriate to office.

Committee Members should be as open as possible about all decisions and actions that are taken. Give reasons for decisions and restrict information only when the circumstances merit it.

Have a duty to declare any private interests relevant to their role and to take steps to resolve any conflicts arising from these interests in a way that protects the club’s interests.

Committee Members should promote and support the above principals by leadership and example.

Attendance at committee meetings

· Committee Members to regularly attend meetings and provide support for the decision making process.

· Committee members who miss three consecutive committee meetings should be asked to consider their position on the committee unless there are exceptional or extenuating circumstances.

· Punctuality on all occasions is essential.

Behaviour and personal conduct

· Behaviour and personal conduct must at all times be of a high standard and designed to reflect favourably on the sport, particularly when dealing with the media and the athletes.

· Language in public or relevant group situations must always be appropriate and socially acceptable.

· Committee Members should wear, use carry and promote the products (or specified items) supplied by the North Ayrshire supplier whenever representing the Club.

· When attending events Committee Members should not wear clothing, which would be considered to be a direct competitor of our sponsors.

Confidentiality

· Committee Members will not inappropriately discuss or transmit any information, either internally or externally, which may affect, harm or concern anyone in our sport or associated with the club or Scottish Amateur Swimming Association Limited (SASA). All Committee Members must sign the Club’s confidentiality statement.

Sanctions

The Chairman/President shall deal with breaches of the Code of Conduct in the first instance.  He/She will report any incident/outcome to the Executive as deemed necessary.
